Present Continuous

· Arranged future actions or events

Are you doing anything interesting at the weekend?

Future Simple

· Future facts

The sun will rise at 6.30 tomorrow morning.

· Predictions or expectations

Helen and John won’t be on time. They are always late.

· Strong intentions

When she retires, I’ll definitely apply for her job.

· Instant decisions about the immediate future

The phone’s ringing. I’ll answer it.

Future continuous

· Events or actions in progress at a specific time in the future

This time tomorrow, I’ll be travelling through France.

· Predicted or expected trends

In the 21st century, people will be living to the age of 130.

Future Perfect

· Actions or events completed by a certain time in the future

By the year 2003 I’ll have left school and  started work.

· Continuous nature of actions and events in the future

On Saturday we’ll have been living here for three years.

Going to

· Intentions or plans

What are you going to do when you leave school?

· Predictions based on present evidence or knowledge

I think I’m going to sneeze.

Present Simple

· Scheduled, timetabled or fixed events

The match starts at 7.30 tomorrow evening.
