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The first British colony in North America was Virginia, set up in 1607. By 1750, there were 13 colonies. In the beginning, the colonists got along with the Native Americans. Then, as the colonies grew, relations became worse and fighting broke out. In the end, the Natives were forced to move west. 
In the mid-1700s, American colonies grew tired of the British rulers because Britain imposed new taxes on the colonies, including a tax on tea. In 1773 colonists boarded British ships and tossed the tea overboard. This event is known as 'Boston Tea Party'.
In 1776 the colonies wrote the Declaration of Independence, which said they should be free from British rule. After several battles, France sent soldiers to help the colonists fight the British.  In 1781 the British army was defeated. The colonies signed a constitution agreeing to become independent states, ruled by a central government. The USA was born and George Washington was elected as its first president. 
The first American flag had thirteen stars and thirteen stripes – one for each of the 13 colonies. Today the flag consists of thirteen stripes bearing fifty stars that represent the fifty states of the USA. Nicknames for the flag include 'The Stars and Stripes', 'Old Glory', and 'The Star-Spangled Banner'.
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
