Background 
The song was written about and dedicated to Aung San Suu Kyi. It won the "Grammy Award for Record of the Year" in 2002. It was written in the form of a supporting, uplifting anthem, praising her for her activism and fighting for freedom in Burma. She was intermittently under house arrest from 1989 to 2010 because of her pro-democracy activities.
Because of the political nature of the song, anyone who attempted to import the album, All That You Can't Leave Behind, to Burma could face a prison sentence lasting between three and twenty years. Democratic Voice of Burma correspondent Myint Maung Maung told British music magazine NME, "The album was banned because it included a song, 'Walk On,' which was dedicated to Aung San Suu Kyi and the democracy movement in Burma." When the album was released, U2.com had a page addressing attention to the political situation in Burma, where they say 8 million people have been consigned to forced labor and half a million people are the target of ethnic cleansing campaigns.
The 1991 Nobel Peace Prize winner has been given the opportunity to leave Burma to live with family in the United Kingdom, but has chosen to sacrifice her own freedom rather than abandon her oppressed people. The song describes her as a "singing bird in an open cage who will only fly...for freedom." 
[bookmark: _GoBack]Since ascending to the office of State Counsellor, Aung San Suu Kyi has drawn criticism from several countries, organisations and figures over her alleged inaction in response to the genocide of the Rohingya people in Rakhine State and refusal to accept that Myanmar's military has committed massacres. Under her leadership, Myanmar has also drawn criticism for prosecutions of journalists. In 2019, Suu Kyi appeared in the International Court of Justice where she defended the Burmese military against allegations of genocide against the Rohingya.

Described by Edge as a "full-on anti-terrorism song," "Sunday Bloody Sunday" was risky for U2 to write and record. In fact, Edge's original opening lyrics, "Don't talk to me about the rights of the IRA, UDA," were changed because of a fear they would jeopardize the safety of the band and their families. Some people thought the song was actually glorifying the Troubles and calling them deeper into the country's sectarian battle. On many occasions since its release on 1983's War, Bono has made it clear that this is not a "rebel song" or a song of the "revolution," but a song that defiantly waves the white flag for peace. 

Like "Pride," "Sunday Bloody Sunday" uses U2's famous left-right, political-spiritual combination to pack the most powerful punch. On the one hand, the song talks about events that took place in Dublin on November 21, 1920, and in Derry, Northern Ireland, on January 30, 1972 -- both known as Bloody Sunday -- where a total of 56 people were killed in horrific acts of sectarian violence, while on the other it delves into the spiritual; Jesus' crucifixion on the cross and resurrection on another well-known Sunday. 

Drummer Mullen said of the song in 1983:
"We're into the politics of people, we're not into politics. Like you talk about Northern Ireland, 'Sunday Bloody Sunday,' people sort of think, 'Oh, that time when 13 Catholics were shot by British soldiers'; that's not what the song is about. That's an incident, the most famous incident in Northern Ireland and it's the strongest way of saying, 'How long? How long do we have to put up with this?' I don't care who's who - Catholics, Protestants, whatever. You know people are dying every single day through bitterness and hate, and we're saying why? What's the point? And you can move that into places like El Salvador and other similar situations - people dying. Let's forget the politics, let's stop shooting each other and sit around the table and talk about it... There are a lot of bands taking sides saying politics is crap, etc. Well, so what! The real battle is people dying, that's the real battle.

PRIDE (IN THE NAME OF LOVE) by U2

Covering both political and spiritual ground, "Pride (In the Name of Love)" has become an international anthem for peace, freedom and human rights. Inspired by the civil rights movement in the United States in the 1950s and '60s, the song is an uplifting celebration of Martin Luther King Jr.'s non-violent struggle for equal rights and his dream for his nation to become "a symphony of brotherhood." 

The song is focused around the concept of love described in John 15:13: "Greater love has no man than this, that a man lay down his life for his friends," a love shown by Jesus on the cross and by Dr. King when he paid the ultimate price in his fight for freedom.

This verse references Dr King's historic "I Have a Dream" speech and touches on a theme that will reappear in many future U2 songs: the idea that spiritual values are worth more than material possessions, or in this case, even your life. The chorus asks us "What more in the name of love?"; the answer, of course, is nothing; there is no greater sacrifice.

"Miss Sarajevo" is actually a rebel song. Featured on Original Soundtracks 1, the 1995 collaboration between U2 and their production buddies Brian Eno and Daniel Lanois, Bono has described "Miss Sarajevo" as the band's response to "the surreal acts of defiance that had taken place during the siege of Sarajevo." The Bosnian and Herzegovinan capital was the scene of the longest siege in modern history, running from April 1992 until February 1996. The song praises the rebellious spirit of the Sarajevans who refused to surrender their way of life during the conflict. 

One woman refused to go the shelter and used to play the piano when they were being bombarded. Another woman organized a beauty contest. "We will fight them with our lipstick and heels," she said. All the most beautiful girls in Sarajevo walked out on stage with sashes saying [sic] "Do they really want to kill us?" - Bono, U2 by U2. 

Musically, the song challenges the complacency many people were feeling about the conflict. Bono's whisper-like vocals, combined with the repetitive, almost hypnotic melody, gently rock you into a place of false calm. But we are quickly snapped out of this peaceful, dream-like state by Pavarotti's passionate, rousing solo, urging us to see more, feel more, do more. 
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
