CARD GAMES
Slap it!
A very basic game is to spread the cards face up and the first student to slap the correct card when you call out a word gets to keep it; the student with the most cards at the end of the game wins.
Find your match 1
Kids make a circle. Every kid gets a card and has to find a friend with the same picture on his card (looking for pairs). One kid steps into the circle and says: ‘’I wear a … shirt/trousers etc.’’ Than a kid with the same card steps to him and says: ‘’I also wear a … shirt/trousers etc.’’ We repeat this until everyone has found matching pair. 
Find your match 2
Every kid gets a card and has to find a matching card. When both kids with matching cards find each other, they have to tell the right word (word of a piece of clothing that is on the card).
MOVEMENT ACTIVITIES: 
Squat if you’re wearing it:
We put clothes in the middle of the circle. After naming a piece of clothing in the middle of the circle, every kid with wearing that piece of clothing has to squat down. 
Run to the right picture:
We place cards face up in the row on the floor. We choose a kid to run to a card, on which a picture of a piece of clothing we named is.
