LIFE IN THE MIDDLE AGES
From 476 AD to 1492 (5th to 15th century)
(= the fall/collapse of the Roman Empire)
Big families, 
Women got married young , died in labour, giving birth to a child
Life span  – diseases, black death (plague), dirty cities
No doctors, no hospitals, no dentists – false teeth made from teeth of poor people or dead bodies
Children not educated, (in the fields or in the kitchen)
Cottages, castles, very cold , private tutors (učitelji)
Big feasts on castles, rich, fatty food, wigs (lasulje), bones to dogs
Poor people starving, rags (cunje)
No corn, no potatoes because…
illiterate, (nepismen)
Horses, carriages (were drawn by horses)
No electricity
Very superstitious – believed in ghosts, witches burnt at the stakes, dunked into rivers
People beheaded, stabbed,  wars, battles, knights, swords
Medicine men (vrači), bad medical treatment, didn`t know how to cure people
No dentists, false teeth (from corpses)
pain and torture was an accepted form of punishment
Henry VIII  DIVORCED BEHEADED DIED DIVORCED BEHEADED SURVIVED
the Ducking Stool for women ( The woman was strapped into the chair)
[bookmark: _GoBack] blood was drawn from ill people for medical reasons (nowadays only to run some blood tests)
The church played a role in medicine, so some of the treatments used for illnesses were based on supernatural or religious beliefs.
