SCHOOL WORK FROM HOME
During the last week and this week we are doing schoolwork from home because of the coronavirus.
School from home is definetly something new for me, as this is unusual in Slovenia. But, in the United States, "homeschooling" is something, that's not quite common, but not really unusual either. About 3.4% of students in the USA are homeschooled. That means that either their parents are also the teachers, and in theory, it's basically the same as a regular school, but at home. The other type of homeschooling in the USA is online schooling, which means that students do their classes online. 
As I said before, here in Slovenia homeschooling is very rare and unusual. In the school year 2010/2011 97 children from Slovenia have been home educated. 
For me, home education is a new thing, so I also had to "adjust" my daily routine a bit. Even though we don't have to wake up early, I still set my alarm every night, becuase I like to wake up early. Then, I'm usually on my phone in bed for about 10-15 minutes. Then I get up, get dressed, make my bed and have some breakfast. After breakfast, I start to do any schoolwork that I received. 
When I take a break, I usually go outside to get some fresh air for a bit, and I also read the book Mali princ for required reading. These brakes are usually 15 minutes long. 
In the afternoon, after lunch, I sometimes also do schoolwork, and it's basically the same as if I was doing schoolwork in the morning.
The thing about schoolwork from home that I like the most is that I don't have to stick to the classes on the timetable. I also like that you can have a break whenever you like.
The downside of working from home is that if you don't know something, you can't just ask the teacher and get an answer right away. 
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
