Russia is one of the biggest countries in the world and the national 
Russian costumes for women are very different. They depend on 
the territory, social status and special events. They are easy to wear 
because they are not tight and women can move and work 
without difficulties.

What is special about the Russian national costumes is that everyday clothes and 
clothes for special occasions look almost the same.

Traditional Russian clothes are made from cotton and/or wool. They are decorated 
with different patterns, such as ornaments, people and animals.

In the Northern parts of Russia, their 
national costumes are not as rich as in the Southern parts where they are bright and 
colourful. In the South, they also wear belts and headbends with gold and pearls.
