CARD GAMES:
Find your soulmate!
Kids get an animal. They have to find their soulmate. One kid says out loud: “I have a lion”. Then a kid with a lioness says: “I have a lioness, come here”. The first kid says: “I´m coming soulmate”. We repeat this until everyone has found their soulmate. (Appendix)

Memorize Animals!
Kids get a pack of cards, which have pictures of different animals. Every animal has a pair. They put the cards on the table and turn them face down. Then one kid opens a card, names the animal and then tries to find the animal´s pair (he only has one chance, if he doesn´t find the pair he has to put the cards back face down, if he finds the pair, he keeps the cards). A player with the most cards in the end wins. (Appendix)

REPEATING ACTIVITY:
Find it!
Children get a picture of animals. Kindergarten teacher names an animal, which they have to find and point at. (Appendix)
MIND GAME:
Animal Puzzles
Kindergarten teacher chops animal pictures in to different pieces, which children then put together. When they put the pieces together they name the animal.

MOVEMENT ACTIVITIES: 
Name and show!
Kids make a circle. Kindergarten teacher puts pictures of animals face down on the floor in the middle of the circle. One kid at a time takes one of the pictures, names the animal and then shows how the animal moves. (Appendix)

Pantomime and name!
Kids make a circle. Kindergarten teacher puts pictures of animals face down on the floor in the middle of the circle. One kid at a time takes one of the pictures, pantomimes the animal, other kids have to guess which animal is pantomimed. After one of the kids correctly guesses the name, everybody repeats it after him. (Appendix)
Animals go home!
Kindergarten teacher makes a number of different animal dens based on the number of kids (15 kids 1 per 5 kids or vice versa). Every kid takes a picture of animal. Kindergarten teacher then plays some music to which kids dance on based on the animal they chose, when the music stops, kindergarten teacher says: ”Lions go home”., and then kids who have pictures of a lion have to go to the correct den, which is marked with a stuffed animal.
