2. What are the 3 reasons why Old Major doesn´t like man?
Humans exploit animals, they do not care about them, they take away their “offspring”/” products “ without asking: humans treat animals as an expendable resource. Humans treat and abuse the animals as slaves. The animals are only being raised and fed in order to be slaughtered at the end.

5. Why is the harvest so successful? In what ways do the animals contribute?
The harvest is so successful because each animal is motivated to work hard and does not complain because they know they are doing all the work for themselves; the animals rely on their talents and that results in successful harvest. Also, no animal feels the need to steal.
